GGP School Building Handover Ceremony at Liswani II Primary School

On 18 February 2026, Ambassador Asazuma officiated at a GGP funded handover ceremony
where a new school buildings(4 classrooms and 1 storage room) was constructed at a cost of
US$72,407 at Liswsain I Primary School in Zambezi Region from the Grassroots/Human
Security Grant Aid program.
